At Gearies, our vision guides everything we do – “We act in the best ways; to support each child become the best version of themselves”. We are an inclusive school that welcomes every child and places pupils with special educational needs and disabilities (SEND) at the heart of our decision-making.
Gearies was judged by Ofsted as “outstanding” in all areas (2024). The inspection recognises practice that directly supports our SEND provision and underlines our inclusive approach:
“The school is highly inclusive, with dedicated and committed staff. They ensure pupils succeed and thrive, irrespective of their background or context. This includes pupils with special educational needs and/or disabilities (SEND) who achieve very well alongside their peers” (Ofsted, 2024). 
These findings reflect our commitment to identifying need early, adapting teaching and ensuring equal access to the curriculum.
We have a highly experienced team of teachers and support staff who understand a wide range of SEND needs. Our high adult-to-child ratio ensures targeted support and frequent, personalised intervention.
Support staff provide precise and encouraging guidance to deepen learning and build independence.
We work closely with the local authority and their specialist educational advisers to ensure provision is well informed and up to date. Our partnerships include:
